Cutting directions – for one block
         Umbrella – Bright Fabrics – Pokka-Dots or Stripes
          Note: The “umbrella unit” is made in two different ways – one for non-

          Directional fabrics and the other for directional             

              For non-directional fabrics (Pokka-Dots)
       
· Cut 1 – 6 7/8” square 

· Cut in ½ diagonally (you will only need one triangle)
For Directional fabrics (Stripes) – use the templates given
· Cut 1 center piece – make sure the stripes are parallel to the bottom 

      Edge of the template (short side) 

· Cut 2 side pieces – place the long side of the template perpendicular to

       The stripes (see example) – one of these pieces needs to be reversed 

Sand   Tan - sand colored fabric                      
· Cut 1 – 6 7/8” square 
· Cut in ½ diagonally
Pole – Brown fabric
· Cut 1 – 1” x 5” rectangle

Assembly Instruction – all seams are ¼”
Step 1 – To make the “umbrella” unit

· For the non-directional umbrella pieces – There is no further sewing needed. This piece it is ready to be sewn onto the sand unit.                             
· For each striped  umbrella top, sew an appropriate side triangle 
                           (One regular - one reverse) to the center triangle.  Press to sides.                            

Step 2 – To make the "sand" unit
· Fold the sand triangle in half and crease. Open and cut on crease.

· Sew a 5" umbrella pole rectangle between the edges that

                         You just cut.  Press. 
Step 3 - Make a triangle template (paper is fine) Cut a 6 7/8” square in half 


     diagonally.

· Place this template on top of the sand unit; make sure you keep the pole centered.  Trim the sand unit the size of the template.                   

     

Step 4 – Piece block - sew the umbrella unit to sand unit.  Press towards umbrella top.
