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Block of the Month-February

My Funny Valentine
Don’t you just love getting a Valentine…?  

Make one or more of this darling Valentine block for our Block of the Month drawing on Feb. 11 – and make one to send to your favorite Valentine Quilter! 
Cutting Directions:
Heart Fabric: Pieces A & B - use red or pink print fabric
· Cut strip of heart fabric 3 ½” x 32”
· Cut strip into 4 - A's 5 ½” and 4 - B's 2 ½”

· Cut strip into 4 - A's 5 ½” and 4  - B's 2 ½”
Background Fabric: Piece C and Piece D, and joining strips – 
 
  Use light colored print – or solid white fabric
· Cut strip 1 ½” (you will need a total of 46 ½”) 
· Cut strip into 16 – 1 ½” squares (C)

· 2 – 1 ½”x 5 ½” strips

· 1 – 1 ½”x 11 ½” strip

· Cut 4 – 2 ½” squares (D)
Piecing Directions:

1. Mark the diagonal on the wrong sides of the 1 ½” squares. 

2. Place the right sides together of piece C (1 ½” squares) on the short side corner of Heart Piece A. Stitch on drawn line. 

3. Repeat other corner. 
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5. Press corners up on all 4 corners, reforming rectangles. Make sure that the corners match.  Carefully trim the excess fabric in the seam allowance.
Construct Heart as shown:
 1.  Sew 2 ½” square (D) to Heart Piece B

 2. Sew B-D unit to Heart Piece A – see below

Join the hearts as shown:
1. Sew the 1 ½” x 5 ½” strips to join the two sets of hearts 

2. Sew the 1 ½” x 11 ½” strip to join the pairs together 
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Completed Block 
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Your finished block should measure 11 1/2” x 11 1/2”
