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Block of the Month – May 2008        

Butterfly Kisses
Don’t you just love 30’s Fabric!  

Make your Butterfly Kisses blocks using your favorite 30’s prints!

The finished 30’s Butterfly Kisses Blocks will be collected and raffled off at the May 12th meeting. 

Cutting directions – for one block
         For Butterfly wings – 30’s print – two different 30’s prints


       30’s Fabric 1
· Cut 1 – 5” square (piece C)

· Cut in ½ diagonally 
                     30’s Fabric 2
· Cut 1 - 3” square (piece D)
· Cut in ½ diagonally 
· Cut 2 – 1 ½” squares (piece I)

For Butterfly body – Black 30’s print
· Cut 3 – 1 ½” square (piece E)
For Background – Tone on Tone White 
· Cut 1 – 3 ½” square (piece A) 

· Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 3 ½” rectangles (piece B)
· Cut 1 – 5” square (piece G)
· Cut in ½ diagonally  
· Cut 1 – 3” square (piece H)
· Cut in ½ diagonally 
· Cut 1 – 2 ½” square (piece F) 


 (Note - Piecing instructions are not to scale - Use ¼” seam allowance for all pieces)

Assembly Instruction – follow block diagram for layout and piecing
Step 1 –  Piece triangles units C/G to form square units – trim down to 4 ½” square

Step 2 –  Piece triangles units D/H to form square units – trim down to 2 ½” square
Step 3 – Piece four-patch body and wing units (E, I) (should measure 2 ½”) 

Step 4 – Piece block A, B, E unit (should measure 4 ½”)
Step 5 – Piece D/H, E/I and F unit (should measure 4 ½”)
Step 6 – Sew A, B, E unit to one C/G unit block
Step 7 – Sew D/H, E/I, F unit to the other C/G unit
Step 8 – Sew block together by joining the sewn pieces as diagramed 
Step 9 – Hand or machine embroider antennae – use pattern on block diagram page 
          Use black thread or floss for the embroidery
