                              AMISH NINE PATCH

Fabrics:  makes one block (4 1/2”) 
 Color 1: mixed solids, choose from Purple, Red,Turquoise, Teal, Green or Navy Blue.  All of these colors need to be DARK. Choose one of these colors per square.

Color  2: mixed solids, choose from cream, ecru, tan, grey. All of these colors need to be LIGHT. Choose one of these colors per square.

Cutting:  From the DARK fabric, cut (3) strips 2” x 20” 

               From the LIGHT fabric, cut (3) strip 2” x 20”

Sew the three strips together, Dark, light, dark with a ¼ inch seam allowance.   Cut into 2” sections. Now sew three strips, light, dark, light together. Cut into 2” sections. Assemble your block with ¼” seam allowance.
